a figure of Christ on it. 

Palm 

branch 

A reminder of the Christ's victory 

over death 

Holy week 2. Time period marking the last 

week of the Christian season of 

Lent – the week leading up to 

Easter 

incense Burning incense is also a sign of 

reverence and dedication 

Roman 

Catholics 

A type of Christian – the leader 

being the Pope
